He first learned of 
Sunshine Cottage 
through the Padilla 
family, whose 
daughter was a 
student here. While 
in his 80s, Mr. 
Washer would bring 
mechanical toys to 
the three-year-old students in the hopes of sparking their 
enthusiasm to speak. The children enjoyed his weekly 
visits and soon were being entertained by his magical 
harmonica playing. The music of the harmonica became 

a lesson for the 
students to identify 
high and low 
pitched sounds. 
	 In 2002 Mr. 
Washer moved into 
the Golden Manor 
Nursing Home. 
He was confined 
to a wheelchair at 
this time but the 
change in mobility 

did not keep him from volunteering with our children. 
Mr. Washer was a member of Temple Beth-El, where they 
graciously gave harmonicas to four-year-old children 
every year. He would come every month and play 
children’s tunes with the children and watch their eyes 
sparkle.  The exercise of blowing and breathing and using 
long breaths helped students learn sustained breathing 
exercises. These lessons in music helped contribute to the 
voice development of young speakers. 
	 Mr. Washer continued his volunteer work with 
Sunshine Cottage 
until his death 
in November at 
the age of 95. He 
would profess to 
everyone that it 
was not that he 
gave so much to 
the children—but 
how much the 
children gave to 
him.
