Research supports early identification and intervention of hearing loss. There is a critical 
period in which the brain learns to listen and process sound. Children with hearing loss 
who are identified by three months of age and provided with our type of audiological 
and educational support have the opportunity to have typical speech and language by 
the age of three. Our Newborn Hearing Evaluation Center provides diagnostic testing 
for newborns and young children in our community with suspected hearing loss: more 
than 200 babies were tested last year.

Any newborn or child with a suspected hearing loss deserves an evaluation. We wish all 
children with hearing loss could be allowed to bloom like our Spring flowers.

Training, Mentoring & Research

Hearing Association’s (ASHA) annual 
convention and at the Texas Speech-
Language-Hearing Association’s 
(TSHA) annual convention in Houston 

this year. More than 1500 speech 
pathologists attended the presentations. In 
additon the San Antonio Speech-Language-
Hearing Association (SASHLA) invited 
Sunshine Cottage to present “Just a Bag 
of Tricks!” at their annual Fall conference 
demonstrating ways to elicit sounds, work 
on oral motor exercises and use music 
therapy in the classroom to emphasize 
oral motor movements and to produce 
early sounds. 

Building Language Through 
Books
PIP staff is working in collaboration 
with Dr. Helen McCaffrey Morrison, 
Ph.D., CCC/A, LSLS Cert AVT, 
of Texas Christian University 
Department of Communication 
Sciences and Disorders on a 
research study to understand how 
to help parents read books to their 
infants and toddlers with hearing 
loss. The study works to increase the number of words parents use 
with their child while sharing a book. A grant from the Nathalie & Gladys 
Dalkowitz Charitable Trust provides families with book bags that contain 
five books, as part of the study every week.

Early Hearing Detection and Intervention Conference
PIP staff, along with Dr. Morrison presented a poster session entitled 
Sound Beginnings: Coaching Families with LENA Feedback (LENA = 
Language ENvironment Analysis featured in the Fall Newsletter 2009) 
in Atlanta. The session received the Outstanding Poster Award in the 
category of Communication Methods. 

Speech Pathology Department
A Box of  Games!
